PRESIDENT’S REPORT
I would like to begin with a thanks to all who

assisted with the resurfacing of sections of both
runways. A particular thanks to Myles and
Bryan, and to those pilots who co-operated with
the temporary closures of the runways. Those
who have used the resurfaced sections have
provided an encouraging report on the
improvement. Please be a little cautious after
our welcome rain as some soft spots may
appear, these will harden with use. The
causeway crossings on the northern access to
the north/south taxiway has been concreted
and after some earthworks should be open in a
week or two. The turn off from the end of
runway 30 and the taxiway near the palm tree
lined car park will be repaired in the near future.
I am sure you agree these repairs were highly
necessary.

Several weeks ago the club held a safety
meeting. Although this was brought about to
discuss a couple of incidents, we all felt it was
an apt method of keeping the communication
line between operators open. We intend to hold
quarterly meetings to discuss problems that
arise in regard to safe and co-operative
operations at the airfield. An important item
discussed at length was the use of runway 24. I

would like to remind all pilots of the operational
requirement to only use runway 24 when
limitations preclude the use of other runways.
When the previously mentioned taxiway repairs
are complete easier access to runway 12 will
result. I do not want our committee to have to
make more rules for the airfield operation
because it is already spelled out quite clearly in
the Enroute Supplement and information for the
use of Caboolture Airfield. Caboolture Airfield is
becoming a busy airfield so please use your pilot
skills and keep an eye and an ear out for other
traffic. Please make allowances for flying school
training, such as engine failures on take off, or
glider practice tow rope breakage etc. Better to
be forgiving to the wrong doer than be “dead”
right. This is not to be taken as a do as you like,
and please write in or email any problems for us
to discuss at our next safety meeting to be held
on Saturday the 29th of September at 10am.

A letter is being sent to Council to hopefully
open negotiations to extend the lease of the
airfield even though the State Government report
on airfields in SE Queensland has not been
completed. The sub-committee has met with
officers from the State Government Department
of Strategic Planning to ensure they are aware of

our position and the enormous cost involved in
building a replacement airfield currently being
considered for Caloundra.

To stop the rumor mill from overheating the
following is why you will notice earthworks from
the commercial hangars along the side and at
the eastern end of McNaught Road. This is the
start of the commercial area upgrade which will
take place over the next few months. This is at
no expense to the Aero Club and will provide
improved drainage to the private hangars in that
general area. There will be disruptions to traffic
so please bear with us as the end result will be
worth it. And, yes, when complete access via
the electric gate will remain!!!!!!

A private hangar fire equipment inspection is
scheduled for Saturday the 15t of September
and Wednesday the 19 of September. This
service is provided at a reduced cost due to the
large number of units inspected. Please
support your club by making your hangar
available for this inspection. Opting to have the
inspection done yourself will not only cost more,
but will result in our group concession being
lost. If not done at all you run the risk of aircraft
in the hangar not being covered by insurance.

The AGM will not be held in September as
usual, but at a date to be notified. It will be held
within six months of the end of the financial
year.

Without being specific an incident with a
motor vehicle occurred on the airfield so please
ensure all people operating vehicles are
adequately trained or supervised and observe the
speed limit. There are a number of blind corners
which require extra care when negotiating. A
collision with an aircraft could be very expensive
as your vehicle insurance will probably not cover
you for this type of accident.

I would like to take this opportunity to remind
members of our mission statement assembled at
a conference held quite a few years ago, but is
still very applicable.

“The mission is the promotion of aviation by the
provision of a comprehensive and
accessible public facility at Caboolture Airfield.”

This aim necessitates keeping expenditure to a
minimum and although some costs are
unavoidable, simply pulling out the cheque book
to solve a problem is not the answer. This club
has succeeded and progressed through the hard
work of volunteers. Please get involved in your
club and join in one of our next working bees to
be held on Saturday, 8 September 2007,
followed by one on Sunday, 7 October 2007. We
will try with a 10.00am start and have a free
sausage sizzle at 2.00pm for the workers. Don’t
worry about your skills, we will find something that
needs doing to suit you.
