President’s Report
Thanks to the people who

attended the special general
meeting. It was pleasing to see
a reasonable attendance during
this busy time of the year. A
special thanks to Dawn and
Carl for their assistance with the
lunch. I am sure that you would
all agree that it was well
appreciated especially since we
had no idea of numbers
attending.

By now I hope you have all
had a pleasant Christmas and a
happy start to 2007. The past
year has set the scene for a
very busy year ahead. Airfield
progress will see the relocation
of the existing high voltage

power lines to the east,
adjacent to the new tip road,
and the extension of runway 06
to the east. A displaced
threshold will be marked for
both 06 and 24. The distance
available for landing will remain
the same as it is now. When
the project is complete a
comprehensive explanation will
be printed, however, in the
meantime please note the
power lines HAVE NOT been
moved. Please ensure all
friends you invite to Caboolture
are made aware of the power
lines.

The under shoot area of
runway 12 is being filled and a

better level taxiway entrance
is to be constructed. The
associated taxiway and
crossings will recommission
this taxiway.

The road contractors will be
carrying out bitumen surfacing
of the new highway and we will
be looking to see if our budget
can utilize an attractive offer to
have some airfield resurfacing
carried out.

A drainage plan to provide
storm water run off from
McNaught Road, the
commercial hangar area and
the south eastern private
hangars has been conditionally

approved by the Department of
Natural Resources, Mines and
Water. After completion of the
construction plans and
survey you will see these works
taking place. Some disruption
to the existing airfield entrance
via the Eagle Lane gate will
occur during this work. Please
do not speculate as to the
outcome following this
disruption as the closure will
only be temporary to permit the

construction of a sealed road
and car park. An alternate
arrangement will be provided
and a note on the website and
at the clubhouse will be posted.
We hope that the outcome will
offset any inconvenience
caused during this work. The
adjacent drawing illustrates the
completed project for the
commercial area and Eagle
Lane access.

We have not forgotten the

airfield future and we will be
engaged in talks regarding this
and additional private hangars.
Finally, with larger wing span
aircraft using the field could
people parking vehicles
adjacent to taxiways please
give consideration to this to
avoid possible wing tip damage.

Below is a list of events scheduled for 2007 throughout Australia, there are many more, and certainly many
organisations have not set the dates for their regular events. We will provide more detail on events closer to
the dates and will also provide details of any new events as they are known.
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CARBY ICE
In keeping with the technical
tips appearing in the Airwaves I
would like to highlight some of
the information on carburettor
ice as printed and reprinted
from time to time in the Aviation
Safety Digest. It is of particular
significance as we experience
the high humidity during this
season. I am sure you are all
well aware of this problem and
how to handle it, but this item is
simply to serve as a reminder of
its unforgiving nature.
The example, a Bell 47
helicopter during cruise
experienced carburettor intake
temperature approaching the
yellow arc. The pilot applied
carburettor heat only until the
needle returned to the green
sector. Approximately 3 min-
utes later the engine ran
roughly and then stopped alto-
gether. In the example, with the

aircraft at low level there was
insufficient time to
complete trouble-shooting
check or apply carburettor heat.
As the
exhaust cools quickly the effect
of carburettor heat after engine
failure is dubious.
The technique for use of
carburetor heat as suggested in
the reference article is as
follows:
Start the engine with carby heat
off.
Check the carby heat on run up
with the engine at run up rpm,
select carby heat on (there
should be a slight drop in rpm.
If there is an increase in rpm fol-
lowing the initial drop maintain
the set rpm and carby heat on
for a good few
seconds. And then select carby
heat off for immediate take off.
If the take off is

delayed for some reason carry
out the previous procedure
again then select carby heat off
for take off.)
Watch for any drop in rpm,
manifold pressure, EGT or
power loss in flight and if you
suspect carby ice, select full
carby heat and leave until set
power or rpm is restored.
If you have a carburettor throat
gauge then use carby heat to
keep the needle in the green
particularly if you are
approaching or below cloud, fog
or rain.
Use carby heat for some time
before reducing power on de-
scent if you suspect the
conditions are susceptible to ic-
ing and leave it on for the
descent. (If you have a low
power setting warm the engine
every 1000 feet of descent for
both CHT and carby ice

considerations).
If conditions in the cir-
cuit are conducive to
carburettor ice select
carby heat on for a
while on down wind
base and final
being prepared to
select it off for go round.

Particularly be aware
of the correct
procedures for your
aircraft type, some
engine installations are
far more vulnerable to
carby ice than others. If
in doubt use full carby
heat at any time you
think icing may be pre-
sent and then
select it off if you need
full power. e.g. take off
or go round.
