The new taxiway alongside r/w 12/30 has been completed & we want members to use this instead of
backtracking up the western side of the strip. We want that area to recover, as there is significant
deterioration. The new taxiway is the same width as the existing taxiways but, in places, it has raised
edges so demands more attention to stay on the hard surface. This project cost about eighteen thousand
dollars so additional width would have been very expensive. There is a feeder onto the taxiway
approximately opposite the fuel bowser.

You will also notice work has begun on the extension of r/'w 06. This work could take up to nine months to
complete & is the result of the foresight of Roy Molyneux, who put in place an agreement, many years
ago, that any development to the west of the airfield which resulted in an effect on the western end of the
runway, would have to be compensated by the developer doing the work on the NE end. To protect the
aerodrome, a runway end safety zone (RESZ) extending for 1000 mtrs from the take-off end (i.e. to the
west) had to be declared. To achieve this r/w 06’s threshold will be moved 300 mtrs further down the
runway. The clearing at the NE gives us that back. Bear in mind that the RESZ is for take-off so the
threshold, in effect, becomes the end of the r/w for take-off purposes. Take-off on r/w 06 can still
be from the existing threshold so we have effectively gained 300 mtrs of take-off distance. It will
be some time before the work reaches a stage where the new threshold will be marked.
