TRANSPONDERS
When leaving your aircraft please ensure that your transponder is switched off, we are receiving an
increasing number of calls from Airservices advising of transponders being activated in the area.

PRESIDENT’S REPORT
Thankyou for your patience in regard to the

issues of building more hangars and having the
power lines removed from the end of Runway
06. We have had a meeting with the Mayor and
council officers who are supportive to our
requests. The next move is a meeting with the
State Government Department of Infrastructure,
and the Council. At this meeting we will discuss
the extension of the Airfield lease, as the lease
will have to be altered to permit additional
hangars to be built.

The 30/12 taxiway is open again, however
please proceed with caution after rain as the
ground may be soft until it consolidates. A
larger pipe is to be installed at the taxiway
crossing near the threshold of Runway 12. If
the cones are across the taxiway please do not
go around them as you may find yourself at a
dead end. The new concrete crossing at the
southern end of the north south taxiway is

suitable for a runup before takeoff. If you

chose to do so please be aware of the prop
wash on following aircraft or aircraft using
Runway 06-24.

The upgrade of McNaught Road is well under
way and on behalf of the Commercial people, I
apologise for any inconvience. The improvement
will be worth the disruption. The improved
drainage was evident during the recent storms.

We are trying a new system for the newsletter
as it appears that few people take the trouble to
go to the website to read it there. This was
evident by the lack of response to the Safety
meeting and the working bee. We intend to try
this addition as you see it and obtain feedback at
the Annual General Meeting.

The AGM date will appear in this newsletter
and a Christmas lunch and a short flying
competition will follow the meeting. I look forward
to seeing you at the function.
